HOSTPLUS CUP (HPC)

Wow, what a year.

After 32 years without winning a first-grade premiership, the Tigers finally broke the
drought, winning the Hostplus Cup Premiership, after defeating the Burleigh Bears
22-18 at Kayo Stadium, Redcliffe.

The Club recruited former PNG Hunter’s Head-Coach Matthew Church following
the resignation of former coach Jon Buchanan.

The change in Head-Coach resulted in a flurry of player movement, with a number
of players transferring to the Wynnum Manly Seagulls.

However, Matthew recruited very well and brought a new roster and culture to the
Club, and with this, results.

Our 2023 gains included three former NRL first-grade players in Corey Thompson
(Gold Coast Titans), Ryley Jacks (Melbourne Storm/Featherstone Rovers) and
Vaha Pulu (Norths Devils).

Other gains included, Max Lehmann (Wentworthville), Luke Bain (Wentworthville),
Tom Rafter (Sunshine Coast Falcons), Nat McGavin (Sunshine Coast Falcons),
Tristan Hope (Wynnum Manly Seagulls), Dredin Sorensen (Wynnum Manly Seagulls),
Tahj Woods (Redcliffe Dolphins), Charlie Murray (Tweed Heads Seagulls), Jay
Natapu (Victoria Thunderbolts), Kane Bradley (NQ Cowboys), Cameron Torpy (Alby
Tigers), and Sam Wallis (Queensland Reds).

LANGLANDS PARK REDEVELOPMENT

Stage1
The Tigers completed Stage 1of the Langlands Park redevelopment in May 2023, at
cost of $10 million.

We sincerely thank the Queensland Government for their $1,000,000 contribution
towards the project.

Stage linvolved the construction of two new buildings, and the erection of new
spectator seating on the western and eastern sides of the grounds.

The new western grandstand was named after Club legend Mr Des Morris OAM, and
was officially opened by the Hon Stirling Hinchliffe MP, on 17 May 2023.

The ground floor of the grandstand houses four female-participation compliant
change rooms, medical room, match officials change room, food and beverage
outlets, and public toilets.

The first floor contains the Club’s new administration offices, a modern board room,
four hospitality suites, commercial kitchen, toilets, coaches boxes, a timekeepers/
announcer room, and a media room.

Stage 1also saw the renovation of the former change room building. This building
houses our renovated gymnasium, female-participation amenities, and dedicated
ASADA testing room.

Following the completion of Stage 1, the Club was proud to host three NRL Telstra
Women'’s Premiership fixtures, with these matches being televised via the Nine
Network and Fox Sports.

The Club also hosted the Rugby Leagues Brisbane grand finals, the SEQ Women'’s
grand finals and the Queensland Secondary Schools final.

Stage 2

Stage 2 involves the construction of a suspended concrete concourse at the
southern end of the playing field. This platform will be the foundation for the
relocated and renovated Heritage Grandstand and Player Pavilion.

These two buildings were constructed in the 1930’s when Langlands Park was the
home of the Eastern Suburbs Cricket Club. The seating in the Heritage Grandstand
will once again be available for spectators on match day, whilst the ‘wings’ will be
converted into a new bar and toilets.

Stage 2 is expected to be completed by the end of May 2024.

The redevelopment will result in Totally Workwear Stadium, Langlands Park, be
transformed into a modern 3,500-person boutique stadium in the centre of the
Langlands Park sport and recreation precinct, within 4km'’s of the Brisbane CBD.

INMEMORIUM

Sadly, the Club lost a number of our members during the year.

Tiger # 713 Shane McNally, passed away suddenly whilst travelling in Canada. A Club
Centurian, Shane holds the Club'’s record for most goal kicks and most points-
scored, a record which has stood for over 40 years and may never be surpassed.
Sadly, the Club also lost Tiger # 609 Bob “Butch” Pearse, a premiership winning
five-eight from the 1970'’s, and father of Tiger # 884 Shane Pearse.

Other members who sadly passed during the year include Ray Fien, Ronald Rogers,
Keith Rogers, and Sid Sully.

We also received $1,000 from the NRL courtesy of Pat
Carrigan who was nominated for the NRL Ken Stephan Medal and as such was paid
to his Junior Club and $2,000 from Nova 106.9 and loans.com.au as part of their
Jump Start giveaway.

This year we changed our presentation days, by splitting them into 2 separate
events. The Under 6 to Under 12 teams had their Presentation Day at The Jungle
Adventure Play Centre, where the teams all received their trophies and awards. The
Sid Sully Most Improved Mini Team went to Under 9 Dennis, Easts Past Players &
Officials Most Improved Mod Team went to Under 11 Mahoney and Paula Devenny
was awarded Manager of the year for managing two teams.

The International teams presentation evening was held at WJ Scott Park. Gavin
Payne was the MC for the night. Halfway through the presentations he hosted a
panel interview with four of our coaches who have played NRL, Lote Tugiri, Shane
Walker, Jon Green and Andrew Neave.

The Graham Wadsworth Memorial Shield - International Team of the year went to
the Under 13 Division 1, Stan Neave Memorial Trophy for Coach of the year were
Stuart Harland and Brad Ryan. Bailey Neave was the Mark Fyfe Memorial Trophy
recipient and Indiahna Frawley was awarded the inaugural Easts Tigers Female Player
most likely to succeed trophy.
